(1) Aug 7th, Friday, please plan on arriving no later than 7:00pm to avoid traffic and darkness. We will meet as a group at about 8:00 PM on Friday, followed by an orientation session with camp coordinator at around 8:30 p.m.  Details will come in my future e-mails. 

 

Camp Shamineau's address is: 3695 Ridge Road, Motley, MN 56466, phone: (218)575-2240. They do have a website at www.shamineau.org, but the information is mostly presented for youth summer camp. We will stay in Poplar Ridge. You may download the camp ground map from our group site to find out the cabin location. Drive straight ahead to the cabin to unload you stuff, and then drive to the nearby parking area. The camp staff may put up some road signs. 
 

(2) Aug 8th, Saturday - last year, we had a lot of group activities including horse-ridding, shooting (Rifler and Archery), high/low rope courses, climbing wall, camp fire and star-watching.  This year, we want to get your inputs on group activities.

Some additional info: 
--Four buffet style meals will be provided during our stay: breakfast, lunch, dinner, on Saturday, and a Sunday brunch. Food is rich and nutritious, but typical dorm style and quality. TAA-MN will prepare some snacks and water, and you might want to bring your favorite snacks. Alcoholic drink is absolutely not allowed at camp.

 

-- Poplar Ridge is a dorm style cabin with bunk beds in each of the 9 rooms. The bed has mattress but no beddings. 7 families with young children each will have a room. The young couples and singles will split into male and female groups. TAA-MN will try to get the room assignment done before your arrival. You need to bring blanket, sleeping bag, pillows, and personal toiletry. The cabin has a large meeting room for some group activities, e.g., card play. 

 

--The camp has many on site activities. You can play basketball and volleyball in the gym. -You can bring your fishing equipment if you’d like to fish. Paddle boats and cannons are available with no charge. There is a golf course 5 miles from the camp. If you’d like play a 9-hole game in the early morning, bring your clubs. There will also be campfire and archery. Some activities require prior reservation and an additional fee, such as horse back rides, hay rides, high/low ropes course, campfire dough-nuts, indoor climbing wall, and riflery.  Of course, we can always add in our own group activities, on which TAA-MN invites you to give your own ideas. 

 

--Cost from last year which you can use for this year's estimation: $80 for adult, $35 for kids age 4-12, and no charge for kids 0-3. The fee covers lodging, meals, and the use of camp facilities for the entire stay. 

 

Note: Due to limited capacity and high demand, we will only invite alumni and family members to the retreat. First come first serve. We will close the registration once reach the capacity. A family with children may reserve a room. Others may divide into male and female groups and share rooms.
